Company Comment

Overview: Chesser listed on the ASX in March 2007 and has a portfolio of gold, copper and nickel
properties in Turkey and South Australia. It shares offices and managers with the uranium-focused Bondi
Mining (ASX:BOM).

Sisorta (Turkey, gold): (2,670ha) A volcanic-hosted high sulphidation epithermal gold project in northern
Turkey. The deposit lies in the western part of the Tethyan Belt (extending from Gibraltar to Asia Minor),
which is host to gold and base metals deposits totalling ~89moz Au and 34mt Cu. Mineralisation at
Sisorta is associated with a 2500m by 800m north-west trending topographic high. This style of deposit is
frequently amenable to large bulk mining operations. While typically low grade (1-2g/t Au) economics are
very favourable given open pit access and high mill recoveries. Heap leaching is an option if the ore is
sufficiently oxidized. Examples of this deposit type include Yanacocha, Peru (33.1moz Au); Agi
Dagi/Kirazli, Turkey (3.5moz Au); and Rosia Montana, Romania (15.8moz Au).

Historic drilling at Sisorta (Turkish govt. 1995-98; Eurasian Minerals 2004-current (TSX.V:EMX)) found
near-surface oxide gold mineralisation grading to 14 g/t at surface. Drill intercepts included 60.5m @
1.49g/t Au from 1.3m depth, including 20m @ 3.28g/t. Only a small proportion of the mineralised outcrop
plus soil anomaly has been drilled. Drilling in 2007 (6 holes for ~1000m) extended previously known
mineralisation and tested a new 950m by 700m high grade zone of oxide gold in silica-haematite matrix
breccia. Best results include 35.2m @ 3.60g/t from 113.3m depth, with 10.1m @ 6.04g/t Au; and 37.7m
@ 0.66g/t Au from surface. Mineralisation remains open to the north-west and south-east. Historic drilling
beneath the epithermal deposit intersected anomalous Cu mineralisation to 0.28% and molybdenum to
276ppm — potentially indicative of a porphyry system at depth. Deal terms include CHZ earning 51%
interest at end of year 3 by spending US$4m, and moving to 70% subsequently by sole funding to
feasibility stage. Work will recommence after winter, with 12,000m diamond core drilling and an IP survey
planned for Mar.-Nov. ‘08, spending A$3m. JORC inferred resource expected 4Q08.

South Australia Exploration:  (Gawler Craton and Padthaway regions - 260,300ha) Wynbring (copper-
gold-nickel) Early stage — positive EM results, PACE-funded air-core drilling in planned 2Q08. Cedric
Bore (copper-gold—uranium) — potential IOCG-U, orogenic lode gold and paleochannel hosted roll-front
uranium deposits. Refining gravity, magnetic data and geochemistry to define drill targets. Messent
(copper-gold—uranium) —prospective for VMS-style base metal deposits. Drill targets to be defined.
Investment Comment : With a market cap of A$18m (fully diluted), experienced management with a
good exploration track record and advancing mid stage exploration epithermal gold project in a well
defined gold porphyry belt, CHZ represents an interesting albeit early stage portfolio addition. Exploration
in 2008 is expected to include Sisorta drilling and IP programs; Wynbring ground EM and follow-up
drilling; and Cedric Bore and Messent target definition. 1Q08 could see positive newsflow from Sisorta —
success of limited 4Q07 drilling demonstrates potential for further discoveries, including possible
porphyry system at depth. Turkey has strong government support for mining and a long list of active
international majors, including Rio Tinto, TeckCominco and Newmont. CHZ is also reviewing acquisition
opportunities with a focus on advanced gold projects.
